Parking: Parking is available for a fee in a local municipal lot adjacent to the
arena. The venue is within walking distance from many hotels.

Media Entrance: All media members will enter the venue to the left of the Box
Office. Please follow the signs at this entrance which will lead to Media Check-in
ocated inside the arena at the Olympic Center Reception Desk on the second level.

Credential Pick-up: Members of the media can pick-up their credentials at the
Olympic Center Reception Desk, located on the second level during Thursday’s
open practices (times to be announced) and two hours prior to game games Friday
and Saturday.
